Age is determined by the contestant's age on the closing day of the OSRBA convention for that year.

4. Winners will be selected in each age division.

5. Applications are to be composed and completed by the contestant.

6. Up to five pages, printed on one side only, of information may be submitted by the applicant. There
will be 30 points deducted for exceeding this maximum or for submitting a form that is not filled out
correctly or that is incomplete. Include information needed to complete the answers. Visual aids may be

included within this page limitation.

7. Winners will be announced Sunday morning at the OSRBA Convention. Contestants need not be
present to win.

Applications must be postmarked by April 18, 2012.
